Preregistration: 

Club Craft Entry Form, listing all entries, must be submitted to the District Craft Chairperson on or 

before January 9, 2025. 

Registration:  

1. Articles must be turned in on Thursday, January 09, 2025 between 9:00 AM and Noon 

(Location TBA). No items will be accepted prior to this date. This event is held at the SGVD 

Birthday Council, January 10, 2025. 

2. The Club Craft Chairperson or a member from the club shall be responsible for turning in the 

Club Entry Form  which must list all items being submitted in this contest. A member of the 

club shall be responsible to see that its Club items are picked up at the close of the Birthday 

Council on Friday, January 10, 2025. 

3. A member may enter only one item per category, each club is limited to three entries per 

category. 

4. Entries must not have been previously entered in a CFWC contest in this or any other district. 

5. Entries must have been completed in 2024. 

6. Be sure entry is in the proper category.  Ask District Chairperson if you have any question 

regarding the placement of an entry. 

7. Briefly describe the item (original or made from a kit, etc.) 

8. Please TYPE or PRINT all information on entry form. 

Display: 

1. The articles may be viewed beginning at 9 AM and during the break on the day of the 

Birthday Council, Friday, January 10, 2025. 

2. Articles may not be removed until after the close of the Birthday Council meeting. 

Judging: 

1. First-Place, Second-Place, Third-Place and Honorable Mention Place ribbons will be awarded 

in each category. 

 2. Best of Show will be chosen from all First Place entries and awarded by the judges on the 

  day of entry, January 10, 2025. 

3. Member’s Choice will be awarded a certificate and ribbon the day of the Birthday Council. 

4. Any member receiving a First Place award may enter her item for CFWC judging providing 

arrangements are made by her club to enter her work and deliver the work to the CFWC 

Convention.  Winners at CFWC are awarded ribbons.  Only First Place winning entries in the 

following categories are eligible for competition at the CFWC Convention:  Hand Quilting, 

Machine Quilting, Apparel Sewing, Knitting, Weaving, Crochet, Counted Cross Stitch, Other 

Needlework, General Crafts, and Trash to Treasure.
